COMMUNITY EVENT NOT TO BE MISSED!
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Henry Oertelt was seventeen years old and workingsaan apprenticeto a fine
furniture maker in Germany when the war began in 189. Oertelt, his brother and his
widowed mother managed to evade deportation to a noentration camp until June of

1943. This and seventeen other links in a chain efirvival are documented in Oertelt’s
memoir, An Unbroken Chain, My Journey through the Nazi Hotawust.

"A lie repeated often enough soon will be believed, " Henry Oertelt

"Hatred and bigotry destroyed millions of incrediblaried and valuable human
lives, representing all races, religions, and nattties. This is true not only in past
history, but sadly is still happening in too mangages around the world."

My frightful experience may be very interestingt lius important to recognize what can hap-
pen when people hate other people. This did ngtleabpen during the Nazi Holocaust. Spread-
ing hatred is really an age old recipe for misirgpthe people who are being hated. There are
many examples of horrible events that have occwoved the centuries. The great tragedy is that
it IS going on in many spots in the present day.

Remember, the underlying reason for the killingey time was nothing but pure hate! While
many four letter words are offensive, this onéismost offensive of all. think that it is

time to eradicate this most obscene word from ouracabulary. we have

to learn to speak up whenever we see discrimingpigudice, and hatred. We need to find non-
aggressive ways to let haters and bullies knowdtheth expressions are unacceptable and can
