Nuevo.  He was a very kind person who was very happy even though he had al-
most nothing.  Another man came over and said that the only thing better than the 
meal, was the servers.  He explained to us that he lost his job and house, but he 

said that bad things happen in life but, “I am a Christian and even though I’ve had a 
lot of bad things happen to me, I just believe in the Lord and pray every night.”  We 

can learn a lot from these new friends.  Even though they don’t have a lot they 
have big hearts and can love just as much as us. Curtis took us around where they 
live and it was incredible. They only have 47 beds and 80 to 100 men every night 
so many are turned back down to the streets. But yet they were all so happy and
